There are 26 airports in Canada that are part of the National Airport System (NAS). Only five
of these NAS airports have fewer than 500,000 passengers annually. This number is
significant as several studies have shown that this passenger threshold is required to enable
an airport to be financially self-sustaining. We recommend a change to the Airports Capital
Assistance Program so these airports can apply for existing funds. The ACAP program
supports safety related capital projects at airports with less than 500,000 passengers, but
excludes airports located on crown land.

These five small NAS airports would like access to the existing Airports Capital Assistance
Program, by removing the one program parameter, by which the are now excluded. The cost
to the federal government to assist these five nationally significant airports is between $5-$8
million annually based on current Master Plans for the airport safety infrastructure
requirements. The Airports believe some of the funds could already be available within the
existing Airports Capital Assistance Program, which to to date in 2013 hasn't been completely
subscribed by regional/local Canadian airports.

Airports are economic engines for the communities they serve and pivotal to the growth of
business and trade in a local economy.

These five small Nationally significant
airports are located in Fredericton and Saint John, New Brunswick; Charlottetown, Prince
Edward Island; Gander, Newfoundland; and Prince George, British Columbia. There are only

five airports in Canada that meet program criteria in terms of level of passenger traffic, but are
excluded because they are located on federal land.
